To mount on a wall

If you are mounting your TCL Google TV to the wall, do not attach the TV base stand or TV

stand column.

To mount your TV to the wall, purchase a VESA wall mount according to these specifications:

* 55" model VESA 300x300, 4 M6x20mm screws
* 65" model VESA 300x300, 4 M6x20mm screws
* 75" model VESA 300x300, 4 M6x16mm screws

* 85" model VESA 600x400, 4 M8x20mm screws

The VESA number is the horizontal and vertical measurement of the mounting holes. For
