Installing the stand

Follow the illustrations and textual instructions below to complete the installation steps:

1. Carefully place your TV face-up on a flat surface to prevent damage to the TV.

b Installing the wall mount bracket

Before you follow the third-party manufacturer instructions to attach the wall mount, be
sure to do the following things:

1. Place the TV on a clean, safe and cushioned surface.
2.Remove the TV stands if you have already attached them.

3. Take the nuts out of the accessory bag and tighten the nuts into the holes of the
back cover (See Fig. 1).(only for 50"/55"/65")

4. Place spacers (not included) between the TV and the bracket (See Fig. 2).
